Jody sat solemnly on a Denver
park bench, grappling with
the need to deepen her faith
and the lack of direction in
how to start. Exhausted, she
squeezed her eyes shut to say
a quick prayer.

By the time she opened them

again, Send Network Church
Planter Justin McKay was standing in front of her, asking if she knew Jesus
or had a church home. After a hasty “yes,” Jody joined the core planting
team for what would become The Local Church, where she has witnessed
over 20 new believers come to know Christ since last year’s first service.

“God’s providence has brought us here to help people in the city who
are far from God, who want to know God but don’t know how to,” McKay
said."Jody is just one of many people we've impacted.”

McKay and The Local Church represent one of the 745 churches planted
by Southern Baptists in 2022, bringing the total number of church plants
since 2010 up to more than 10,000—a massive mile marker for the
denomination as a whole.

“Every church in the SBC—small, medium or large—has a part in church
planting. Some of the largest givers to The Local Church are small, rural
churches in Alabama,” said McKay. “l want to encourage every church to
remember they have a part and a place in planting churches. Our church is
a testimony of churches awaking to that opportunity.”
