church in 1937; he and his spouse Minnie, had followed God’s calling to

California from Arkansas.

In March 1944, the
Hodges and the deacons
prayed about starting
a Baptist theological
seminary in the West.

By July 1944, Golden
Gate Baptist Theological
Seminary launched in

downtown Oakland.

Since then, the seminary has relocated our main campus to Southern
California, changed its name to Gateway Seminary, and launched regional
campuses in the California Bay Area, Arizona, Colorado, and Washington.
Gateway'’s expansion is dependent on its foundation: a commitment to our

mission of shaping leaders who expand God's kingdom around the world.
